Tickets — Performance Guidance for Younger Groups

e We strongly recommend that parents of students in this group attend the matinee performance, as it
is the most suitable option for our younger dancers.

performer quietly slip out of the auditorium. You’ll be able to collect your child—and their
complimentary ticket—from the entrance to the Mirren Studio. After collection, you are welcome to
return to your seat for the remainder of the show.

Please be mindful to re-enter only between dances to avoid disruption.

e Children must remain seated throughout the performance. If your child becomes unsettled, we
respectfully ask that you step out into the foyer, so all audience members can enjoy an uninterrupted
view of the performance.

e Each performer will receive one complimentary ticket, provided by the school. Please note, however,
that the Towngate Theatre applies a small administration fee for processing.

o After the evening performance, performers will be dismissed via the stage door in line with our usual
safeguarding protocols.

o Ticket prices and sale dates will be confirmed and shared nearer the time.

Evening Performance — Chaperone Opportunity

We have a limited number of spaces available for chaperones during the evening performance. If your child is
confident and comfortable being backstage with you—and won’t suddenly become clingy, youmay be suited
for this role!
